Brief history

In addition to the Court Leet and Court Baron of the Town and Corporation of Newport, caput baroniae of the Barony of Cemais, the former boroughs and the manors of north Pembrokeshire within the Barony held their own Courts. Most of these courts ceased to exist long ago but there survived until recent years the Courts Leet with Courts Baron of the lordships of Bayvil, Egllswrw and Llanfyrnach-ar-Daf. These have now been combined in a Court Leet with Court Baron held annually at the Salutation Inn, Felindre Farchog, north Pembrokeshire on the second Thursday in November.

The rights of the courts are confirmed in the Administration of Justice Act 1977, as the “taking of presentments with respect to matters of local concern and the management of the common lands of the Presely Hills in the county of Pembroke”.

The courts are conducted by the Steward of the Barony of Cemais and a Foreman and Jury are sworn at each court.
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
