Brief History

The present Manor dates back to 1629 when Charles I sold Bowes, which was Crown Land, to the City of London. A deputation went down to London from Bowes and bought it on behalf of the Freeholders for £420. An annual Court Leet and Court Baron are held at the Ancient Unicorn Public House at Bowes; it is opened by the Bailiff, attended by the Steward and presided over by the Chairman, being one of five Lords in Trust of the Ancient Manor of Bowes. This is in fact the Annual Meeting of the sixty or so Freeholders who now own the sporting and mineral rights of the 12,000 acres of Bowes Moor. The moor is let out on a fifteen year lease and is administered by the Steward, collecting the rents and distributing to the Freeholders.
