Brief history

According to the historian George Owen, lord of Cemais (1552-1613), the manor of Mynachlogddu, “in Latin called Nigra grangia,* was in times past accounted part of St Dogmael’s parish although it be five or six miles distant from any part of that parish”. It is believed to have been granted to St Dogmael’s Abbey by Robert FitzMartin, lord of Cemais, early in the twelfth century. The inhabitants of Plwyf Bach, within the parish of St Dogmaels’ were given right of pasture there.

A Court Leet is held on the Wednesday next to Michaelmas at Trefach Farm, Mynachlogddu. A Foreman and a Jury of twelve Commoners are sworn and presentments made relating to the common land extending over some 1,500 acres on the southern slopes of the Presely Hills. One of the main items is the allocation and transfer of sheep earmarks.

The rights of “the Court Leet and Baron of the manor of Mynachlogddu” are confirmed in the Administration of Justice Act of 1977 as “the management of the common lands in the parish of Mynachlogddu”.
