PEMBROKE

Town in the County of Pembroke

A charter was granted to the town by King Henry I; a second charter was issued circa 1154 by King Henry II which confirmed the privileges granted earlier. In the fourteenth century there were between 200 and 227 burgage plots within the town. 

Approximately 12 resident freemen and thirty to forty non-resident freemen are alive.  Apprentices are admitted but only one in the last forty years, a deed of apprenticeship being necessary. 

Sons legitimised under the Legitimacy Act 1962 would be admitted, though some         females were admitted during the 1970's. The fee whether by patrimony or by              apprenticeship is £10. 

The Freemen's Roll is now in the custody of the Pembrokeshire County Council 

Pembroke has created sixty-one honorary freemen since 1902, forty-six being soldiers of the Boer and 1914-1918 wars and thirteen being distinguished servants of the            community. 

In recent years, burgesses have been appointed to the Gild. These have been chosen by Gild members for outstanding service to the community.
