Brief History

Robert de Beaumont, Count de Mellent who died in 1118 was the first Lord of the Manor of Wareham after the Conquest. His descendants, the Earls of Leicester, Gloucester, Hertford and de Clare all exercised criminal jurisdiction at Wareham as recorded in the Public Records. Courts exercising private criminal jurisdiction owed their authority to a Crown Court and became known as Court Leet. The history of Wareham Court Leet is lengthy and fairly well documented but no early proceedings survive.
